We 
dread the eight hour drive to Grandma’s but we go 
because she enjoys the children so much. We   
invite people to church because Jesus set the ex-
ample and raised our expectations.  
     You know the verses about, “seeking and saving 
the lost” and “go into all the world” and “being am-
bassadors for Christ.” Our culture tells us, “don’t 
bug others, live and let live, don’t get involved and 
nobody’s got a corner on the truth.” The contrast 
between what society demands and what our Sav-
ior expects is clear. We invite not because it is easy 
or comfortable or acceptable but because it is part 
of our role as Christians. 
     A nineteenth century philosopher told a story 
about a man seeing a sign in a store window in his 
small town. The sign said, “Pants pressed here.” 
He went in and started to remove his trousers. The 
clerk asked what he was doing and the man re-
plied, “I saw your sign and need my pants pressed.” 
The clerk responded, “Oh, we don’t press pants 
here. We just paint signs.”  
     It says “Church of Christ” in front of our building. 
Perhaps we need to ask, “Do we really serve Him 
and seek others for Him or do we just paint signs?” 
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     I hope you are making plans to be with us 
one week from Sunday for our exciting 
Friends and Family Day . I also hope that you 
have been inviting your friends and family 
members to join you for this occasion. 
Wouldn’t it be great to have an overflow 
crowd filled with friends and loved ones? 
With your participation and involvement it 
can certainly happen .
