We experienced a 
great day Sunday with a large number of guests 
among the 810 in attendance. Following the 
morning service two of our Work Zones enjoyed 
a delightful potluck, the children enjoyed a picnic 
in the park, and the teens and adults going to 
Arizona met for several hours of planning. After 
the evening service one of our visitation teams 
met for fellowship and work assignments. These 
are indeed busy, productive days around Good-
man Oaks. 
     Last Sunday we were pleased to welcome 
David, Amy, Sadie and Lane Alexander  into 
the Goodman Oaks family. They come to us 
from the Senatobia congregation. Many of you 
will know David’s parents, John and Beth Pigg 
who have worked with several congregations in 
Mississippi over the years. This past Sunday we 
welcomed Michael Ruez , a fine young man who 
grew up as the son of missionaries in Taiwan 
before attending Freed-Hardeman University. 
We welcome all of these to Goodman Oaks.  
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     The church of the New Testament was dis-
tinct in many ways. It was distinct in its origin, 
promised by Jesus himself in Mt. 16:18 and es-
tablished on the day of Pentecost following the 
Lord’s death, burial, resurrection and ascension 
into heaven (Acts 2). The church was distinct in 
its instructions for man’s salvation. Building upon 
the basis of faith in Jesus as the Son of God 
(Rom. 5:1-2) individuals were told to repent of 
their sins (2 Pt. 3:9), confess their faith in Christ 
(Mt. 10:32-33) and be baptized for the forgive-
ness of their sins (Acts 2:38; 22:16; Rom. 6:3-5).  
     There was also a distinctiveness about the 
worship of the first century church. They assem-
bled together to partake of the Lord’s Supper on 
the first day of the week (Acts 20:7). They gave 
of their money and themselves (2 Cor. 8-9). 
They preached the Word of God (2 Tim. 4:2) and 
they prayed (2 Thess. 5:17).  
     Another distinctive characteristic of their wor-

ship was singing without the use of instruments. 
Nine times in the New Testament we are told 
by instruction and example to sing. The specific 
command to sing excludes the use of the in-
strument. History attests to this important fact. 
The word a cappella means, “according to the 
chapel or church style.”  
     One hundred years ago (1906) there was a 
split between churches of Christ and what we 
today call Conservative Christian Churches 
over the use of the instrument. They accepted 
it. We did not.  
     Who would have thought that churches of 
Christ would once again be involved in such a 
struggle over a century later? Earlier this year 
the largest congregation among us announced 
it was dropping opposition to the instrument 
and would offer a Saturday evening service 
complete with a “praise band.” Just today I 
learned of another large church in Oklahoma 
City that has announced similar plans. The col-
lateral damage this decision will produce as 
other congregations follow suit will be tragic 
indeed. 
     In light of these occurrences, you need to 
know with my full assurance that the Eldership 
at Goodman Oaks along with this writer stand 
in complete and steadfast unison on this mat-
ter. Though we are a large congregation (the 
largest in Mississippi) we have no intention of 
abandoning this distinctive aspect of New Tes-
tament worship - period. We believe it is every 
Christian’s responsibility and privilege to “sing 
and make melody in your heart to the 
Lord” (Eph. 5:19). We stand firm and resolute in 
our commitment to worship in the pure and sim-
ple style of the New Testament whether it be in 
the large assembly or in other settings such as 
youth devotionals, camp, etc.  
     God has called us to be distinctive in 
our life, our love, our dedication and our 
worship. May it ever be so…
